	GOAL
	Use persuasion techniques in discussion

	LEARNING OUTCOMES


	· Appropriately use a variety of persuasion phrases
· Incorporate persuasive phrases into discussion

· Respond to persuasion phrases by agreeing or disagreeing 

	GRAMMAR PRESENTATION (HOOK)

(2 minutes)
	 Talk about what I did this weekend – I went to Vancouver and show the students a brochure of one of the things I did.  Then persuade them to go to Vancouver and do what I did.

	TEACH NEW GRAMMAR POINT

(10 minutes)
	What? Cause someone to do or believe something - convince

Opinion/Suggestion + Reason
Brainstorm to fill in the persuasion chart:

Persuading

Stating your Opinion

Reinforcing your Opinion

Responding to Persuasion

Agreeing

Disagreeing

Hand out Persuasion handout and go through the sentence starter on the chart.  Have students make example sentences.

	CONCEPT CHECK
	· What can you say to persuade your peers to do something? (e.g. let you copy their homework)
· How would you respond if I tried to persuade you to…

· Let me copy your answers during an exam

· Let me stay at your house if I visited your country

	Controlled Activity

(15 minutes)
	Persuasion Cards
· Students work in pairs and pick a random card

· There is a list of topics at the front of the class that is listed from ace to king

· Depending on the card, one partner must persuade the other partner to do something regarding the topic that is associated with the card’s number
· The other partner must also respond according to the card's color: red for agree and black for disagree

· Then the persuading partner must try again to reinforce their opinion

· The responding partner must again respond according to the card’s color

	COMMUNICATIVE (FREER) PRACTICE

(35 minutes)
	Outdoor Activities Discussion (15 minutes)
· In 4 groups, each group receives a number of brochures of activities to do in B.C.
· Individually, students fill out the first page of the handout showing their top 5 choices of B.C. activities

· In the groups, the students must then discuss amongst themselves to agree upon the same first choice of activity for their group to “go” on (price does not matter)
Jigsaw (20 minutes)
· Once all the groups have agreed on a top choice, then the students regroup so that one person from each original group is in a group with a person from every other group

· In the new groups, the students must convince the other members to go on their activity

· The students in the groups must agree on one activity

	FEEDBACK

CLOSER
	· Ask each of the groups to share what activity their group agreed on
· Ask the person from the group to share how they convinced everyone else to go on their activity

· Did anyone find any techniques that helped them to persuade more effectively?
